A Tip from Second Saturday                               
at the Quilted Angel  
Submitted by Debby Loewenthal 

If you want to make a quilt with many squares or tri-

angles.  Here is a way to get it done while working on 

another quilt at the same time. 

Each time you start to sew, start with two squares, or 

triangles you want to sew together then sew your  

quilt, strip piecing or whatever you are really working 

on. Then before you cut the thread sew another two 

square/triangles together....LEAVE these in your ma-

chine and cut the thread behind it.  Each time you 

start or stop sewing add another square/triangles.  

Before long you have a lot of squares/triangles sewn 

together and you have saved thread plus the fact 

your thread doesn't come out of the needle.
